The Grand Hyatt is downtown, between Metro Center and Gallery Place and can be reached by taking the Blue, Orange or Red lines to the Metro Center stop. There is an entrance to the Grand Hyatt Washington in the station. The hotel is easily reached from National Airport using the metro. 

Ronald Reagan Washington National Airport (approximately 5 miles; 703-417-8000); www.metwashairports.com), across the river in Arlington, VA, handles domestic service plus some flights to Canada. After a huge renovation a few years back, National was renamed and now contains two fancy terminals (B and C) of shops and restaurants in addition to the original Terminal A. It is easily accessible by Metro (Yellow or Blue Line).

Driving - Take George Washington Memorial Parkway North. Merge onto US-1 N toward Washington. Stay straight to go onto 14th Street NW, then turn right onto New York Ave NW. Turn slight right onto H Street NW; The Grand Hyatt is on the corner of 11th and H Streets NW.
Super Shuttle - No advance reservations required. Shuttles are located at ground transportation.  Proceed to the outside curb and contact the Super Shuttle representative. After hours, call 1-800-258-3826 and press 1 for dispatch or 2 for reservations, which will transfer you to dispatch. Cost: $10 one-way per person.

Metro - Take the Blue Line to Metro Center station. Follow 11th Street exit to the lobby of the Grand Hyatt. Cost: $1.65 per person one way (rates may change).

Taxi - Taxicabs are available at the exits of each terminal.  Our Washington DC metro area hotel is approximately 15 minutes from the airport, depending upon traffic conditions. Cost: $12 to $15, one-way.

Washington Dulles International Airport (approximately 27 miles; 703-572-2700; www.metwashairports.com), designed by Eero Saarinen, looms like a space-age castle in the Virginia suburbs 26 miles west of DC. Take I-66 west to the Dulles Toll Rd. Both domestic and international flights depart from here. Dulles is not on a Metro line, although Washington Flyer (888-927-4359; www.washfly.com; round-trip/one way $16/9; 6am-11pm Mon-Fri, 8am-11pm Sat & Sun) operates a shuttle from West Falls Church Metro station. Average length of shuttle trip is 20 to 30 minutes.
Driving - Take Dulles Toll Road/VA-267 East, and stay on this road after it becomes I-66 E. Take the US-50 E / Constitution Ave exit, and stay straight to go onto US-50 E. Turn left onto 15th Street NW, then right onto New York Ave NW.  Turn right onto H Street NW; The Grand Hyatt is on the corner of 11th and H Streets NW.

Super Shuttle - No advance reservations are needed. Super Shuttle stops are clearly identified on the Ground Transportation Level roadway outside the Main Terminal at Dulles. Shuttles operate on an on-demand basis. Cost: $38 one- way per person.

Taxi - No reservation required. Proceed to the "Taxi Passengers" area on the lower level of the Main Terminal. A Dispatcher is on duty 24 hours a day. Wheelchair-accessible minibuses available for 1 person in his/her wheelchair plus 3 additional passengers. Smoking and non-smoking vehicles are available by request. Cost is approximately $60-$70 each way. Our Washington DC area hotel is approximately 45 minutes from the airport, depending upon traffic.

Marshall Baltimore-Washington International Airport (BWI; approximately 30 miles; 800-435-9294; www.bwiairport.com) is 30 miles, or about 45 minutes' drive, northeast of DC in Maryland. Get onto the Baltimore- Washington Parkway via New York Ave NE, follow the parkway until you see the I-195/BWI exit. Often you will find that cheaper fares are available to/from BWI than to either National or Dulles; so despite its geographic inconvenience, this is a handy airport for those on a budget. Both Maryland Rail Commuter (MARC; weekends only) and Amtrak trains travel between DC's Union Station and a terminal near BWI.
Driving - Take I-95-South to Exit 22 B (Baltimore-Washington Pkwy South); Follow onto New York Avenue for six miles. Turn left onto 5th Street NW and follow for three and a half blocks. Turn right onto H Street NW and follow for five blocks. Our Washington DC lodging is at the corner of 10th and H Streets NW.
Super Shuttle – Shuttles are located at ground transportation. No advance reservations are needed. Cost: $45 one-way per person.

Taxi - The BWI taxi stand is located just outside of the baggage claim area of the Lower Level of the BWI Airport Terminal. Cost: approximately $65. The hotel is 50 minutes from the airport, depending upon traffic.

Metro – B30 on MARC (bus), connect to Green line on Metro, transfer at Gallery Pl-Chinatown to Red Line, get off at Metro Center.


From Points South: 
Driving - Take I-95-N to 395 North. Continue over the 14th Street Bridge, then merge into the right lane. Take the exit for 12th Street, continue though the tunnel for eight blocks. Turn Right onto H Street and follow for one block. Our Washington, DC lodging is at the corner of 11th and H Streets NW.

From West Falls Church Metro Station: 

Metro - Take the Orange Line - in the direction of New Carrolton – to the Metro Center station. Follow underground access from the Metro to the 11th Street exit, to the lobby of the hotel.

From Amtrak / Union Station:
Union Station is approximately five minutes from the hotel via taxi, or three metro stops from the hotel. Cost: Taxi is approximately $5, metro is approximately $1.25.

Metro

DC's sleek modern subway network is the Metrorail, commonly called Metro (202-637-7000; www.wmata.com; fares from $1.35; 5am-midnight Sun-Thu, 5am-3am Fri, 7am-3am Sat, 7am-midnight Sun). It is managed by DC, Maryland, Virginia and the federal government. Thanks to ample federal funding, its trains and stations are well marked, well maintained, well lit, climate controlled, reasonably priced, decently staffed, reliable and safe. Parking is available at certain outlying stations. 

To ride Metro, buy a computerized farecard from the self-service machines inside the station entrance. The minimum fare is $1.35, although it increases for longer distances and during rush hour. The posted station-to-station chart provides exact fares for each route. You must use the farecard to enter and exit station turnstiles. Upon exit, the turnstile deducts the fare and returns the card. If the value of the card is insufficient, you need to use an 'Addfare' machine to add money. Other machines inside the gates dispense free bus transfers that enable you to pay just 35¢ on connecting bus routes.
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A variety of passes are available, including a one-day pass ($6.50) or a weekly pass ($32.50). Special passes are available from the Sales & Information office (Metro Center station, 12th & F Sts NW), from the website, and from Safeway and Giant grocery stores.               
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
