· A report on the work of the Interest Group at the previous Annual Meeting including the number of participants, the general nature of the dialogue, and any specific decisions made by the Group

Preference for inclusion on the Program will be given to those groups whose proposal and report are concrete, focused, and promise to promote sustained dialogue.
